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At the commissioning of a Parish Safeguarding Officer

This liturgy can replace the intercessions in a service of Holy Communion (in which case the Lord’s
Prayer as printed below should be omitted) or used in a Service of the Word such as all age
worship or Morning Prayer.

It is fitting that the first thing a Parish Safequarding Officer is asked to do when they are
commissioned is to pray for the church, its leaders and those we need to safequard. The role is
not just a bureaucratic function but it is a spiritually demanding ministry of service to the church.

Minister:

N, you have been appointed as Parish Safeguarding Officer in this [church / parish / benefice / ...].

We welcome your willingness to serve the church as Parish Safeguarding Officer. Hold before us
always the need to be faithful to God's love. | now invite you to lead us in prayer, praying
especially for the safe keeping and well-being of all.
